Advice on tendering and the pitches available.
Please complete a separate application form for each unit you are tendering for.  

Information about the pitches on offer

· We aim to provide a variety of different types of food on offer, so we reserve the right to offer up to 10 pitches for food caterers.  Up to five main providers will be selected at the first tender stage and then if anything unusual or if the weather is predicted to be very good, we may add up to the ten.
· 4 Pitches are available for sweets and treats, i.e., donuts, pancakes, candy floss, sweets but no ice-cream

· 2 pitches available for specialty coffee

· 3 pitches available for fruit juice/milkshake/smoothie bar
The showground layout is subject to change each year, so pitches are not outlined yet.  We may group several pitches together in a food court situation with a shared seating area, some pitches will be at other locations around the field.  If you have been to the show before and have a preferred area, please state this in the measurement’s comments box on the form and we will do our best but no promises. 
Please note we also have a specialised farmers market marquee selling food and our own catering providing the presidents lunch and sandwiches.
We have a great working relationship with the Ribble Valley Event Health and Safety Management team.  They can, and do come on site to inspect on the day of the show, with a fine-tooth comb, and are the strictest in the business.  They will shut your unit down, and have done so in the past, if you are found not to be complying with the rules and guidelines.

You will not be entitled to a refund if this happens.
REGULATIONS FOR CATERING SITES
Please note the following details and requirements when considering if you wish to tender:

1) You will be informed in writing prior to the end of April as to whether your tender has been successful or not.  If you are successful you will also receive an email with an invoice attached covering your full pitch fee, to be paid within 30 days.

2) All caterers must be registered with their local authority and must provide copies of their certificates with the tender application.
3) All caterers must carry their own public liability insurance and must provide copies with the tender application.
4) Please avoid using single use plastic where possible.
5) All rubbish produced by caterers or in your own area must be cleared up, bagged, and placed in one of the large skips on site or if possible taken away. Do not leave them in the middle of a field or by a small bin.

6) You must provide Rubbish bins at your unit.

7) All concessionaires can sell bottled water, canned drinks, teas, and coffee but NO ice-cream.
8) Price lists for all food and drink must be displayed and prices must not be increased during the show.
9) You must be compliant with government direction on displaying allergy risk info.
10) You may tender for more than one unit/food type.

11) All units must be in place by 8.45 am at the latest and must not be removed until after 5.00pm on the day of the show unless given permission by the show Chairperson, Vice Chair, or Treasurer.

12) All equipment brought to the showground by traders will remain entirely at their own risk.

13) It is the responsibility of all traders to comply with all relevant Trading Standards and Environmental Health Legislation in respect of the stands, exhibits,  and merchandise.

14) Applications will not be processed without a completed Risk Assessment.  Receipt of the risk assessment does not in any way constitute approval by the Society of the completed risk assessment.

15) All trade exhibitors must have a fire risk assessment and retain a copy on the stand ready for inspection if required.  
16) All trade exhibitors using a generator must comply with the safety regulations and make sure your generator is fenced off, carriers a routine inspection certificate and that you carry the correct fire extinguisher for your generator.
